Year (FY) 2012 research funds for innovative research, development, and demonstration projects 
targeting Bus Efficiency Enhancements, specifically enhanced Electrification of Accessories, 
and improvements in Thermal Management of Bus Bodies. Synopses and full announcement are 
posted on Grants.gov site as opportunity FTA-2013-003-TRI and on the FTA website at 
http://www.fta.dot.gov/grants/13077_15541.html.

(1) A public transportation agency and 
(2) A bus manufacturer or supplier of relevant systems or components. 

Teaming and collaboration is encouraged with other organizations that can add value. 

Any agency intending to apply should initiate the process of registering on the GRANTS.GOV 
site immediately to ensure completion of registration before the submission deadline.
